Easyfundraising (www.easyfundraising.org.uk)

The City of Sheffield Diving Club is registered with Easyfundraising, a free service where you
can shop with over 2000 of the UK's best-known retailers online such as Amazon, M&S, Argos,
John Lewis and HMV and at no extra cost, to raise funds for the Club. You still shop directly with
each retailer as you would normally, but simply by using the links from the easyfundraising
website first, each purchase made will generate a cashback donation to the City of Sheffield
Diving Club. The Club receives 100% of the donation and you can recieve great discounts from
some of the retailers. It only takes a few minutes to register. Remember to enter the City of
Sheffield Diving Club as your cause.

Easysearch (easysearch.org.uk)

The Club has also recently registered with ‘Easysearch’, a brilliant way to raise money for the
Club by searching online. ‘Easysearch’ is a search engine, where you can raise funds simply by
surfing the Web. As well as helping you to raise funds, easysearch also provides the best
search results by combining the results from major search engines such as Yahoo, Bing,
Ask.com and many more. Easysearch is completely free to use, so this is a great way to support
the Club - just by searching the Web as you do already. Even if you do not intend to shop
online, if you register you can even raise funds for us every time you search online by using the
easysearch search engine. Just go to www.easysearch.org.uk. The club gets 1p for every 2
searches, doesn’t sound a lot but it will add up.
