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Delhi delight for Nick and Monique

Nick Robinson-Baker produced strong performance in both the 1 metre and 3 metre springboard finals at the Commonwealth Games in Delhi. In the 1 metre event he comfortably qualified for the final and was in the mix for a medal until missing his last dive. In the end he finished in sixth place. He went one place better in the 3 metre event, finishing just 21 points away from a medal in 5th. Yorkshire 15 year old sensation Jack Laugher finished 11th in his first major senior final.
Monique Gladding qualified for the 10 metre platform final in fourth place, just 11 points behind the leader. Diving consistently, she achieved a similar total score in the final but dropped 2 places to finish 6th, only 20 points away from a medal.

As Britain’s top divers were performing in India, the next generation were taking to the water at the White Rose Novice Championships in Leeds. 

In the girls 10/11 years competition, Sheffield produced a clean sweep of the medals and took the next two places as well. Tia McGarry was the gold medallist closely followed by silver medallist Sarah Leach and Charlotte Giblin with the bronze. Matilda Rhys-Kristensen was fourth and Miriam Hide fifth. Also in this competition came promising performances from Molly Bulmer, Olivia Johnson, Harriet Hunter, Holly Cavell, Lauren Mansell, Heidi Johnson and Taylormia Murphy.
Gold was also the colour for Holly Colvill in the 8/9 years event. Tillie Wilson came fifth, Ashleigh Smallwood was sixth with Scarlett Miskin and Megan Jones also performing well.

Creditable results were achieved by Paige Winspear and Alice Nowill in the girls 14 years and over event and by Ethan Chan in the boys 10/11 years competition.
