It was a very successful weekend for Jack who also took 5th place on the 1 metre springboard and 10th in the platform competitions. Team mate James Milton, came 4th on platform and 7th in both the 1 metre and 3 metre springboard events. Jack and James then teamed up in the 3 metre sychro competition to come 5th.

The strength of Sheffield Diving Club was also shown in the girls events. Taking on Europe’s best divers, Liz Heald took 7th place in the 3 metre springboard competition for girls aged 16 and over, while in the 1 metre springboard event team mate Harriet Bullough came 10th with Liz in 12th place.
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
