Double Gold for Georgia

Georgia Davenport dived superbly during the third leg of the North East Regional Diving Championships in Leeds. She won individual gold in the girls 14/15 years 1 metre springboard competition and then teamed up with Clare Cryan to take a second gold medal in the women’s open 3 metre springboard synchro event.

Sheffield’s other gold medallist was Jordan Houlden in the boys 12/13 years 3 metre springboard event in which Hayden Liggins took bronze.

At the age of only 11, Channein Lancaster  took a bronze medal in the women’s open platform competition while Sarah Leach was also a bronze medallist on the girls 12/13 years 3 metre springboard.
The City of Sheffield Diving Club recruited a new crop of divers through the talent identification programme a couple of years ago. These are now entering higher level competitions with very good results. In the girls 8/11 years platform event, Matilda Rhys-Kristensen won a silver medal with Charlotte Giblin taking bronze. In the equivalent event for boys, Bron Jenkinson was the silver medallist. Also, Miriam Hyde won a prize for having the second highest overall points total in the Novice Skills events.
Sheffield City Council’s Diving Development Officer  Nikki Smith said “the team has performed really well in all 3 North East Regional events this year and we are now looking forward to taking on the rest of the country.” 
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
