Brilliant bronze for Ross
14 year old Ross Haslam sent the diving world into a spin with his superb bronze medal performance in the platform event at the British Gas National Cup event in Southend. As the top junior in the competition he also won the top male platform junior trophy which is generally won by Tom Daley. (Tom withdrew from the competition with a thumb injury). This was Ross’s first senior competition and his total of 358 points from 6 dives put him well clear of several well established divers from all over the country. 
Ross’s highest scoring dive was an armstand back double somersault with 2 ½ twists which achieved a massive 76.8 points. He also scored over 70 points with an inward 2 ½ somersault pike dive. Sheffield City Council’s Diving Development Officer  Nikki Smith said “this was a fantastic result for Ross and a great start to the new season.”
Monique Gladding was also a bronze medallist in the women’s platform event and, following this, she has been selected to represent GB in the individual platform event at the World Championships. Nick Robinson-Baker was also selected for the World Championships in the 3 metre springboard synchro event with partner Chris Mears from Southampton.
Monique’s platform synchro partner Megan Sylvester was disappointed not to qualify for the final of the individual event as was Freddie Woodward in his event the mens 3 metre springboard. This event also featured Ben Swain who finished  in 5th place; however, he picked up Sheffield’s third bronze medal in the 1 metre springboard final.

Clare Cryan performed well in both the 1 metre and 3 metre women’s springboard events. Her highest result was on the 3 metre board where she finished 7th.
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
