Sheffield City Council’s diving programme is clearly in fine fettle after 65 competitors took part in the Sheffield Diving Championships at the weekend. The standard of competition was very high which delighted Diving Development Officer Nikki Smith who said, “we have had an excellent year in both national and international competitions and the performances from the divers this weekend shows that we can expect even more success in future years.”

The male and female elite final was decided by a knock-out competition. After a close event, Ross Haslam took the gold medal followed by Clare Cryan in the silver medal position and Catriona Fraser taking bronze.

Millie Hafferty was a clear winner in the girls age group event. She won by over 30 points from Rhian Humpage with Fern Hitchen in third place. Cameron Brooks-Clark was similarly dominant in the boys age group competition. He took gold with 181 points, Bron Jenkinson took silver with 146 points and Max Fletcher came third with138 points. 

Cameron’s brother Eugene was also a medallist in the boys skills event taking silver behind Alfie Hughes winning performance. In the girls skills event, a closely fought contest saw Molly Bulmer top the podium with Olivia Johnson in second place and Yasmin Middleton and Holly Cavell finishing in third position. 

For some divers, the girls and boys novice events were their first competitive experiences. Once again there was little to separate the contenders. In the girls event, Lucy Fowler came out on top. A tenth of a point behind came Sophie Decker with Martha Clark in third place. Archie Douglas won the boys event, half a point ahead of Jeremy Hamshaw-Thomas who was in turn half a point ahead of Corey Goodinson.
